Rules 
 

1. The scheme will be known as the ‘Lewes Priory Cricket Club 49 Club’.  It will be administered by 
the Lewes Priory Cricket Club management committee and all profits will be the property of the 
Lewes Priory Cricket Club. The management committee reserve the right to adjust the value of the 
draw prizes depending upon the number of members (only if 49 members not attained). 

2. To become a member of the ‘Lewes Priory Cricket Club 49 Club’ the participant agrees to pay the 
sum of £1 per week over a period of 52 weeks, at £13 a quarter in advance, or by £26 half yearly in 
advance or one discounted payment of £50 in advance. 

3. Each member will be randomly allocated a number from 1 to 49. 

4. The club shall run for 12 months from 2nd May 2009 to 24th April 2010. 

5. Prizes under rule 1.  The value of the weekly draw will depend upon the number of members of the 
club and is totally at the discretion of the committee how the prizes are made up. 

6. Draw.   

Each week a prize of £25 will be paid to the holder of the number corresponding to that of the 
‘BONUS’ ball of the Saturday National Lottery, commencing on Saturday 2nd May 2009.  For week 
30 (Saturday 21st November), the prize shall be £50 for the holder of the Bonus ball number and for 
week 52 (Saturday 24th April 2010), the prize shall be £50 for the holder of the Bonus ball number.
